(@) At least 3 'S' Grades in all subjects including either Sanskrit, History or
Sinhala with the subject of Pali with a minimum mark of 30% for the Common
General Paper at the G.C.E. (A/L) Examination.
(b) Students who have not offered Pali should have obtained the following
qualifications.

l. Pass in Pali subject at the Prachina Prarambha Examination,

I[l. Pass in Pali subject at the Examination of Mulika Piriven Final
Examination,

[11.  Credit Pass in Pali subject at the G.C.E. (O.L) Examination.

IV. Pass Diploma in Pali conducted by the Buddhist and Pali University of Sri
Lanka.

OR
(a) Candidates should have obtained the qualification deemed equivalent to G.C.E.
(Advanced Level) Examination in Sri Lanka.

(b) The Candidates who have obtained the qualifications as per para 3 (a) above
without the subject of Pali should have passed one year Diploma in Pali conducted

by the Buddhist and Pali University of Sri Lanka or posses any other qualifications
in Pali equivalent to the above Diploma course.
