17. The candidates who sat A/L examination from schools, and pirivens should get their application certified by
principals and chief-cumbents respectively.

18. The signature of the private candidates should be certified by somebody mentioned in No. 18.

19. All the candidates are thoroughly advised to re-check whether they have correctly completed the application
before posting or submitting their applications as incompleted applications which do not complete the
information asked from No- 01 to 25will be rejected.

20. As the applications received after the deadline will be rejected, the applicants or advised to send their
applications on or before 29.02.2012

21. The hostel facilities will be provided for all the Bikkhu students who are selected. Further information could be
obtained from the Assistant Registrar (Academic and Students’ Services).

22. Mahapola or Bursary will be given to all the selected and qualified Bikkhu/ lay students. Information on these

could be obtained from the Assistant Registrar.(Academic and Students’ services). The applicants who expect
to obtain/ receive Mahapola/ Bursary should have completed the due qualifications and be entitled to relevant
rules and regulations.



23. The information on the registration of students should be obtained from Assistant Registrar (Academic and
Students’ services).

24. The students should know that, a student’s registration will be repealed and without all the privileges
eliminated, if it is revealed at the point of applying that the applicant has already registered in another higher
education institute.

(University functioned under the University Grant Commission/ Buddhashravaka Buddhist University/ College
of teachers, etc.)

25. The students for the university entrance in 2012, will be selected according to the results of the A/L
examination conducted in 2010. The students will be recruited based on the recruitment directives of the
University Grant Commission and interview.

26. The duly completed applications should be sent by registered post on or before 29.02.2012.

But the photocopies of the educational qualifications
should be attached and sent along with the applications.

For Local (Internal) Students

Details of the course and selection Criteria.

Introduction; Aims and objectives.

The objective of establishing this university is not merely offering degree programmes as it is done in
any other national university. This is an institution that has been established, to achieve the aims of
disseminating Dhamma in Sri Lanka and throughout the world, to promote the study of Dhamma and
Discipline (Vinaya), to provide facilities for monk students and lay students in pirivenas, schools and
other such institutions, teaching pali language and it is also expected to assist the monk students. The
subject stream of this university is confined to Buddhist Philosophy, Buddhist Culture, Archaeology,
Religious Studies and Comparative Philosophy, Pali, Sanskrit, English and Sinhala. Pali and Buddhist
Philosophy or Buddhist Culture is compulsory.

The priority is given to Buddhist monks when selecting students as this is an institution established to
uplift, especially, Pali Language studies and Buddhist Studies.

Selection Criteria:

The number of bhikku students and lay students to be recruited annually, and the distribution to
each faculty is determined by the University Council from time to time on the instructions given
by the minister incharge of the subject.

The selection of bhikku students and male students as internal students is done on the instructions
given by the selection committee.

There is a possibility of admitting lay students(male) to the maximum proportion of 1/3 of the
annual internal intake.

The requests that are made to be disrobed, after registering as a bhikku student is not considered
and if disrobed, the registration, as internal student and  all the privileges as an internal student
and the studentship will liable to be dismissed(cancelled).

the selection of students for relevant degree programmes, is done according to the z score mark
obtained at the A/L exam and interview.

Minimum entry qualification

3 passes at the A/L exam including a subject related to Buddhism and Pali Language and at least
30 marks for the Common General Test in the relevant year.

OR

3 passes at the A/L exam including Sanskrit or History or Sinhala and Pali Language and at least
30% for the Common General Test Paper in the relevant year.

If Pali subject is not offered at the A/L exam, in the relevant year, 3 passes at the A/L exam
including a subject related to Buddhism and a subject related to language and 30% for the
Common General Test Paper and fulfilling one of the following qualifications in relation to Pali
language.

Pass for Pali at the “Pracheena Praramba” Exam.

Pass in Pali at the Pirivena Final Exam.

Credit pass for Pali at the G.C.E(O/L) Exam.

Pass the Diploma in Pali conducted by Buddhist and Pali University of Sri Lanka

Sanskrit Special Intake

A limited number of students, who have passed Sanskrit at the A/L will be taken to the university,
making Sanskrit a compulsory subject to be followed, in order to encourage the students in
Sanskrit Studies.

The applicants who won’t be eligible to be registered for 1% year Degree Programme as
internal students are as follows.

Those who have sat for (A/L) Exam more than three times.

Those who have registered themselves in any other education institution as an external or internal
student.

Those who have already got a first degree from Buddhist and Pali University or from any other
University in the country.

The prerequisites are subject to change according to the criteria decided by the government, UGC
or the University Council.

The General Degree can be completed within three years and the Special Degree can be
completed within four e years.

Selection of subjects for the Degree Programme.

One of the following subjects can only be selected for the Special Degree Programme at the Faculty
of Buddhist Studies. Buddhist Philosophy, Buddhist Culture and Archaeology. Comparative study
of Philosophy and Religious studies can only be selected for the General Degree in Arts.

Pali Language and Literature or Sanskrit Language and Literature or Sinhala Language and
Literature can only be selected for the Special Degree Programme at the faculty of Language
Studies. Sinhala and English can be selected for the General Degree in Arts.

When selecting Buddhist Philosophy or Buddhist Culture or Archaeology for the Special Degree
Programme the sub-subject(optional) should be Pali Language and Literature.

When selecting Pali Language and Literature for the Special Degree Programme the sub-subject
(optional) subject should be Buddhist Culture or Buddhist Philosophy.

When selecting Sanskrit language and Literature for the Special Degree Programme the sub-
subject (optional) subject should be Pali.

For the General Degree Exam in Arts the Pali Language and Literature is compulsory and one of
the following subjects should be selected. Either Buddhist Philosophy or Buddhist Culture.

Postponement of the Registration.

If a certain candidate who has been selected for a certain degree programme wants to postpone the
registration, such candidates will only be given one year time duration, for registration on the
recommendation of the senate and the respective faculty of the university. Such candidates, who
want to extend their registration, should get the written approval from the Registrar, before the
registration is done.

Filling Vacancies
Vacancies created due to the selected applicants who did not get themselves registered in due time

are filled according to a priority list. The appeals made by the applicants, those who did not get
their registration done, earlier, will not be entertained once the vacancies are filled.
